Community Jobs Program

Labor’s new Community Jobs Program will create at least 18 000 full-time jobs nationally in community development and human services programs in areas of unmet community need.  It will enable local Councils and communities to build new, and repair dilapidated old, community facilities; to improve the local environment; and to strengthen human services. It will be targeted at regions of above average unemployment.

If the Community Jobs Program is distributed on the same basis, the various States and Territories would benefit to the following extent:

NSW will get at least 4829 full-time jobs;

Victoria will get 4390;

Queensland will get 3732;

South Australia will get at least 2 415 full-time jobs;

Western Australia will get 1317;

Tasmania will get at least 1 098.

The ACT will get 233.

Federal electorates with unemployment rates above the national average which participate in the Program will receive, on average, at the very minimum, 220 new directly funded full-time jobs per electorate.

Many of these electorates will also benefit from Labor’s doubling of funds for the Jobs Pathway Program.  The extra funds will extend this program into more areas of high youth unemployment as part of Labor’s general expansion of new pathways from school to work.

Training for Jobs

Labor’s Training for Jobs program to turn Work for the Dole into a proper training program will deliver 25 000 quality, properly paid training places for 18-24 year olds who have been unemployed for 6 months or more.  If the places are distributed on the same State by State basis as the Government’s current distribution of its non-quality, non-training places, this will mean, approximately:

Boost in Apprenticeships

Labor has pledged to generate 50 000 new apprenticeship and traineeship commencements nationally over the next three years over and above the so-called “new apprenticeships” being promised by Dr. Kemp.

Labor’s restoration of apprenticeship completion payments to Group Training Companies will in itself enable payment for a total of 22,000 apprenticeship completions nationally over 1999-2002.

On the current pro rata basis of participation in Group Training, 50 000 new apprenticeships and traineeships could be expected to be distributed approximately as follows:
